The page of the Biblioteca Madre María Teresa Guevara allows you to search for information 

resources in various ways to meet different purposes. One of these alternatives is to search for 

information by printed, digital, or audiovisual formats. 

 

Why Might You Need to Search for Information Resources in a Particular Format? 
For example, you may need to find the textbook for a class. For this, you will need to search for 

printed resources. If you need to find newspaper articles for a class, it is convenient to search in a 

news database. If you need to see what is said about a topic you will research, finding an electronic 

book can help. If you are looking to watch a documentary, it may be convenient to check audiovisual 

resource databases. 

 



¿How Can You Search for News AThrough the Library’s Webpage? 

1.​ Visit the page: https://biblioteca.sagrado.edu/

3.​ Select the “News” tab

4.​ Choose the database where you will search for news. 
For example, to search for newspaper articles from El Nuevo Día and El Vocero, 
you can use the International Newsstream or Latin American Newsstream 
databases. 

 

 
5.​ Type your keywords into the search space and select the magnifying glass 

icon (you can also press Enter on your keyboard).

7.​You will have the following options: 
A.​ View the article in full text 
B.​ Copy the bibliographic reference according to different style guides (APA, 
MLA, others) 
C.​Send the selected articles by e-mail 

D.​Save the newspaper articles in a folder​ D 
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8.​The library also has microfilms that let you access the content of various newspapers. 

If you wish to consult them, you can visit the library and request assistance from the 
staff.
